Pointe Breeze Lift Station - Mr. Kellerman questioned a payment for repairs at Pointe Breeze Lift Station.  Mr. Babin explained that there is still a problem with foreign objects getting into the system and as a result the repairs were warranted. 

Martin Drive Evacuation Rout – The project was over budget and as a result is in limbo.

· 2015 Budget  - it was noted that the city approved the capital funding request of $50,000, but the Police Jury will fund at the continued level of $35,000.00.  Mrs. Chenevert will amend the 2015 budget to reflect  these figures and adjust expenditures accordingly.

· Mrs. Chenevert presented the anticipated property insurance premium from L. Bouanchaud Insurance Agency.  Discussion was held on whether the Jury would place the buildings on the airport under their umbrella and would handle the paying of the premium at the reduced rate it would be brought to if placed under their umbrella coverage.

Ms. St. Cyr gave a report on a conference call with CGI Communications, Inc.  CGI is a leading provider of high-impact marketing solutions to communities and small businesses. The company works closely with the National League of Cities to provide a myriad of digital marketing tools to showcase and promote individual municipalities nationwide.
