The MWPP Resolutions were submitted to DEQ on April 29", A final response will
be submitted in June. A stormwater pollution plan will be submitted at a later date.

False River Drive Pedestrian Walkway

Mayor Myer reported that the city had been awarded an additional $50,000.00 for the
project to bring the grant funds to $159,677.00. The total project costs is $216,590
resulting in a balance of $56,927.00 due from the city.
