Update on LEPA Power Plant

Mayor Myer reported on an article on the city of Plaquemine’s potential savings after the closing of their power plant. He then distributed a report from LEPA detailing the city’s potential revenue if it closed its power plant.

After some discussion, the council was informed that a decision on the future of the power plant will be made by July 1, 2015.

Crawfish Jams – Event was successful and the city will continue its partnership with LA Triathlon for next year’s event. 

LA DOTD Maintenance Agreement –  The city’s request for an increase in the amount of monies paid to the city for maintenance of state highways  was approved.  
KAB/Lowes Community Grant – Grant application was approved for $5,000.00 and funds will be used to  purchase benches and trash cans for Emmitt Douglas Park.

Permitting Fees from the Parish – The results of a  survey of other cities to compare the arrangements for building inspection was distributed. 

Public Buildings and Underage Drinking -  Mayor Myer announced that  school related functions  that allow underage drinking  will not be allowed at the civic center. 

4th of July Festivities – The annual boat parade and music festival will be held on July 3 – 4, 2015. 

Council Reports
Mr. White reported that the damages at the airport have been assessed and that the contractor will assume responsibility for the repairs.

Mr. Daisy voiced his concerns for high grass and dirty ditches on New Roads Street. 

Other Business
Lawrence Smith announced that Pedro Leonard has been named the District Chief of Fire District #5.
