 False River Drive Pedestrian Parkway (Plans & Specifications)

Plans and specifications are completed on this project. I need to determine if the funding source is required to review documents before we advertise for bids. It will definitely have to be reviewed by LDOTD since we are constructing catch basins and culverts (filling in ditches) along the State highway. I have several calls into the LDOTD to find out what types of permits and/or reviews are required. Hopefully I’ll get a call back before the day is over.
