Engineer’s Report
False River Drive Pedestrian Parkway 
Meeting held with  the local DOTD representative late last week and he had some additional comments regarding the project plans.  These comments will be incorporated into the drawing and another site  visit will be  scheduled. 
LGAP Grant 
The bid package for the sewer cleaning machine is completed and includes only one supplier. The engineer requested the name of another supplier to include in the bid package. 
Sixth Street Pump Station Odors
The engineer questioned the need to look into sizing a system similar to the Fairfields station to help control the odor problems at the Sixth Street pump station.    
Halloween Date
Mr. White stated that he  had received several requests to change the date of the 

Halloween activities due to Saturday’s weather forecast. 

Cost of Winning Reversal of Property Tax Imposed on New Roads Citizens
Mayor Myer reported that the legal fees incurred were $82,000.00.  He cited that 

as he had previously stated, $100,000 would have been ok to save the citizens of 

New Roads $1.5 million dollars in an unconstitutional  tax.
WBRZ Channel 2 Report
Mayor Myer informed the council that he had received a call from Channel 2

asking if the city had payroll problems.  After checking with the employees, there 

was no payroll problem.

Answers to Agreement with False River Academy
In response to a question, Mayor Myer informed the council that a cooperative 
endeavor agreement was executed between the city and the school to provide city 
labor in exchange for volunteer labor at the Harvest Festival.  False River Academy 

has been giving labor to the city for all five years of the Harvest Festival.
Mr. Kellerman stated that “two Catholic students worked the coke booth” during 

the festival.    He requested a copy of the agreement and the payments remitted. 

Billboard ordinance and current situation

Mayor Myer explained that a response to a request to construct a billboard was 
misinterpreted and as a result a permit was issued by the parish.  The city cannot 

issue an electrical permit because it is against our ordinance.

Discussion of RFPs for Purchase of Wholesale Power and Energy

Jeff Baudier of Phelps Dunbar and Tommy Lejeune of Faulk & Winkler appeared before the council to give a report on the assessment of the RFPs for the purchase of wholesale power and energy.

After the presentation,   Mr. Baudier and Mr. Lejeune stated that a recommendation will be  given at the next council meeting. 

Mayor Myer requested a resolution authorizing him to   withdraw from the existing agreement with LEPA (Louisiana Energy and Power Authority).
