Mayor’s Report

P.C. Parish Communications District Cooperative Endeavor Agreement

A copy of the cooperative endeavor agreement for the period   July 1, 2015 to June30, 2016 was distributed to the council.  

Budget Timeline

Termination Agreement with LEPA
The LEPA Board of Directors will discuss and consider  the termination agreement between the city and LEPA at the November 20th board meeting.

Comprehensive Resiliency Grant
Presentation of the  New Roads Master Plan, zoning ordinance and zoning map will be conducted  at the December 15th meeting.

KAB/Lowes Community Improvement Grant
A $5,000.00 grant  will be used to purchase equipment for Emmitt Douglas Park.  The equipment will include park benches, bicycle racks, trash receptacles and a picnic table.

National Trust for Preservation Grant
A $5,000 matching grant will be used to hire a consultant to prepare design guidelines for a cultural center.

Thank You Cards

Thank you cards were received from P.C. Parish Head Start for the kindness shown to the students during the “Creepy Creatures” educational field trip to City Hall  and  Aimee Moreau for the city’s participation in the “Nut Run” event.

KaBOOM! Let’s Play Joint Use Grant
The intended outcome of these grant funds is to make play more accessible to every child.  As a result of the grant, a joint use policy for some or all of a school district’s playgrounds will be put in place; neighborhood children will have a place to play that they previously were unable to access. 

Mayor Myer will approach False River Academy regarding a joint use agreement.  The offer to enter into an agreement was  rejected by Rosenwald Elementary and Catholic of Pointe Coupee did not respond. 

Harvest Festival

A preliminary report revealed a profit of $22,000.00.

Riverbend Subdivision
The city has received a request to provide water service to the Riverbend Subdivision.  The city engineer will assess the matter.
