He also asked that the fire hydrant near the Shell Service Station be raised as it is “too short”.  Lastly, he reported that Fire District #5 had received the bill for fire hydrants and would be remitting payment for only the hydrants. 

Mayor Myer reported that his office had received a letter from the Police Jury regarding the  Wm. H. Scott Civic Center Cooperative Endeavor Agreement.
