Cordell Grand of LEPA – Update on the Power Plant

Mr. Grand appeared before the council to provide an update on LEPA’s decision to shut down several power plants. He explained that due to new federal regulations and the takeover of operations by MISO, the costs to operate the facilities has increased.  As a result, LEPA will be “handing over the keys” back to its members that own a power plant. 

After further discussion, it was recommended that Mr. Grand, the plant superintendent, and the city’s Public Works Director  schedule a meeting to discuss the city’s options.
