Discussion on Police Jury statement regarding funds due

Mr. Daisy stated that the  “item entails whether the city wants to spend money on legal fees in trying to recoup funds the police jury owes the city”. Research has revealed that the jury owes the city $15,000.00 for the operation and maintenance of the civic center.  After some discussion, the council recommended that the further discussion  be tabled until additional information is received.

Engineer’s Report
Mr. Elie  Part reported on the drainage and water flow conditions during the recent thunderstorms.  
Mayor Myer arrived at 6:25.

He also reported that a sinkhole on Olinde Street has been repaired with the assistance of the parish and the state.
Public Hearing – Adoption of 2015 Budget
Mr. White questioned a $380,000.00 difference between the revenue and the expense balance.  It was explained that the difference was due to transfers.  Mayor Myer stated that “ we just went ahead and showed it instead of showing it later.  We’re going to make transfers.  The balance in the revenue represents a balance prior to  transfers.  After the transfers, the city will have a surplus of $50,000.00.”  

Mr. Kellerman also questioned the budget balances.  He stated that he “could not 

vote for a budget where we’re taking out more than we’re taking in.  The total 

amount of the difference between the revenue and expense was a negative 

$385,745.00.
Motion by Mr. White and seconded by Ms. St. Cyr.

Mayor’s Report
Mayor Myer expressed his appreciation for the hard work performed by the public works department, police department, city  hall staff and the city attorney.  He also stated that the city will undertake a “conservative approach”  and continue to reduce its debt and build its infrastructure without overspending.  

Mayor Myer expressed his appreciation to the council for their support and his plans to aggressively attract new businesses.   
Lastly, he announced that he would be pursuing the cancellation of the agreement with the police  jury for a  parishwide building inspector.
Council Reports  
Mr. Kellerman mentioned the receipt of the oath of office and certificate and questioned the date of a swearing in ceremony. Mayor Myer announced that the swearing in ceremony was tentatively scheduled for  January 6th at 11:30 at  the Poydras Museum.  An inauguration dinner is scheduled for January 8th   
Other dates announced included the 2nd Annual Community Impact Award Banquet on January 29th, Mardi Gras on February 17th, P.C. Chamber Banquet in March and the Antique Car Show on March 14th.  He also informed the council of the Catholic Schools Alumni of the Year banquet on January 26th   and encouraged them to attend the P.C. Recreation Football Banquet on January 24th.  
All of the council members expressed their appreciation and wished everyone a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.

Ms. St. Cyr  and Mr. Davis voiced their concerns for the condition of the mobile home on Rose Street and Mr. Daisy reiterated his concerns for loud music 

With no further business to come before the council, the meeting adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
